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Remember that information sharing is crucial. This supports the 

‘Golden Thread’ of information about the child or young person 

and supports all professionals in working with the child / young   

person and their parent / carers.  Sharing via consent will support 

the effective gathering of information to ensure any plan which   

follows reflects accurately the child / young persons needs.  

Remember, We want to   make sure that all professionals who are  involved 

in supporting your child are aware of your child’s views and unique            

requirements, so that they can identify how best to meet your child’s needs.   

 It is therefore important that this document is shared with, school /            

education, those   providing statutory advice e.g. educational psychologist, 

social care and health providers, as well as the education health and care 

plan coordinator.
