Hertfordshire County Council’s
Filming on Highways Code of Practice
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INTRODUCTION

Hertfordshire has a strong and proud history of film making within the county, containing a rich diversity of landscape that is frequently used by film-makers for location filming. There are quiet country lanes, picturesque towns and villages as well as urban locations. The county serves several major film studios and provides ideal links with the London film industry.  Furthermore, a strong film industry provides, and continues to provide, the county with valued economic growth and employment.
Many film productions require filming to be carried out on the public highway. As a highway authority, Hertfordshire County Council wishes to ensure that the process and procedure for carrying out such filming is smooth, efficient and transparent.  Furthermore that it is also fair and equitable to users of the highway so as to minimise disruption.

As such, Hertfordshire County Council has published this Filming on Highways Code of Practice (“The Code”) to detail the principles of best practice which film makers should adhere to when intending to film on the public highway.  

The Code applies to all forms of production on, or affecting the public highway, which are likely to, or have the potential to, cause disruption to normal activities. This includes films, television, commercials, drama, documentaries, music videos, idents, still shoots, student and short film crews. In practice small on-street location shoots (five people or less) may not need to adhere to all aspects of the Code at all times and it is not intended for news crews.

The objectives of the Code are to:
· Provide a clear, simple checklist of practical issues that may arise during location filming. 

· Ensure the industry can film effectively, efficiently and flexibly whilst on location.

· Encourage all involved in location filming to act responsibility, professionally and considerately.

· Marry practice with the intricate and complex demands of regulatory and statutory matters with reasonable resolution.

· Maximise the economic and cultural benefits location filming can bring to the region.

· Minimise any impacts filming might have on residents, visitors and local businesses.

· Ensure that filming in conservation or protected areas does not adversely impact the environment, wildlife or the location, and adheres to the associated regulations including those pertaining to listed buildings and the protection of endangered species. 

· Ensure the long-term sustainability of location filming in Hertfordshire.
Filming activities which require licences, consents or permissions from Hertfordshire County Council are detailed in the Code. Film makers are urged to read such section of the Code carefully as non-compliance may be a statutory offence and may lead to enforcement action. Repeat offenders may be prevented from filming on the public highway. Where film activities do not require a licence, consent or permission attention must still be had to the general obligations and good practices set out in the Code.

Please note that although this Code is comprehensive and regularly reviewed, it is not exhaustive and filmmakers, location managers and production companies are advised to consult their legal counsel or other advisor on individual concerns and check the latest legislation and guidance related to filming on public highways.  Hertfordshire County Council will not accept liability for loss, financial or otherwise, alleged to have incurred as a result of following this Code.

A.
GENERAL OBLIGATIONS & GOOD PRACTICES
This section sets out the general obligations upon a production when filming on the public highway and the good practices that should be followed to ensure minimal disruption to highway users. The public highway is for all to use and enjoy with the principle overriding purpose being to pass and re-pass upon it. 

Accordingly, unless permitted by Hertfordshire County Council (as set out in Section B), no filming activity should be carried out on the public highway which would cause, or potentially cause, a public nuisance or obstruction to highway users wishing to pass or repass in the ordinary way. Any such activity may be an offence and further may be prevented by Hertfordshire County Council and the Police.  
The following are common issues that may arise during filming on the public highway. 
A1. ANIMALS 

It is important to note that the public highway is an open, varied and unpredictable environment with many types of public users. Any filming activities involving animals should be carefully monitored and controlled so as to comply with all relevant legislation and in particular not cause, or potentially cause, a danger to highway users.

A2. CATERING & PRODUCTION VEHICLES
The position of catering and production vehicles must not obstruct or cause a nuisance to highway users. Vehicles can be parked on the public highway in compliance with existing public parking provisions and the ordinary use of the public highway. However, where parking is required in addition to existing public parking provisions and/or is extraordinary to the ordinary use of the subject highway then permission will be required as set out in Section B.  Vehicles will not be allowed to park in such a way that the passage of pedestrians or vehicular traffic is blocked or impeded, or that emergency access is restricted or denied. 

Every effort should be made to find off-street parking for all facility vehicles so as to minimise disruption to the public. 

Film makers shall ensure that no dirty water or food waste be deposited in highway gullies and that caterers use a dirty water bowser where possible as well as endeavour to use environmentally friendly materials.

A3. FIREARMS & WEAPONS
No firearms or weapons, including replica/mock firearms, of any kind must be used without the agreement in advance of the Police and/or appropriate emergency service. 
Where there is a live firing weapon the production must have a licence holder for that weapon present, or a Registered Firearms Dealer (RFD) or a servant of the RFD. Where it is a blank firing weapon, it is recommended to have the above present.

A4. HEALTH & SAFETY

The production is bound by law to take reasonable care and measures to ensure that a healthy and safe working environment is created and maintained for all. All relevant Health and Safety legislation must be abided by. Failure to follow appropriate Health and Safety procedures may invalidate any insurance.

Risk Assessments are required by the self-employed and by any company with employees to be able to satisfy their insurance provisions and statutory obligations to employees and those affected by their actions. Film makers must appoint a competent person to act as the Health & Safety representative (with a minimum of NVQ Level 3) and a full risk assessment of the location must be carried out in accordance with the Health & Safety at Work Act etc 1974 and the Management of Health & Safety at Work Regulations 1999.
In addition to a comprehensive risk assessment of the location, additional location specific risk assessments are required for specific filming activities including stunts, the use of flammable or toxic materials, construction work, working at heights and the use of cranes and cherry pickers.

The Health & Safety representative appointed must be on location at all times to co-ordinate and monitor the Health & Safety systems and control any measures put in place as a result of the risk assessment.

A5.  High Visibility Clothing & Personal Protection Equipment

Appropriate level of safety clothing must be worn for the safety of the crew when filming on the public highway. Crew and production personnel working on the public highway must wear high-visibility clothing to standard EN471. This is an essential safety requirement under the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991 and it is an offence not to comply.
Failure to wear appropriate high-visibility clothing invalidates any insurance provision for the entire shoot.

A6. HISTORIC / CULTURAL / PROTECTED LOCATIONS

Any filming on public highways near listed buildings or within conservations areas and/or protected landscapes must adhere to all relevant legislation and regulations applicable so as to not adversely impact the environment, wildlife or the location. The district council for the area should be consulted should there be any questions concerning, or issues arising from, such matters.

A7. INSURANCE

Film makers may be liable to Hertfordshire County Council, as well as public users of the highway and owners of apparatus within the highway, for any for any damages, costs or losses arising directly or indirectly from the film making activities. Accordingly, film makers should at all times carry public liability insurance at a minimum of £10 million per cause action.  
A8. LITTER REMOVAL

It is the responsibility of the film makers to ensure all litter is removed from the public highway before the end of each days filming and that the location and environment is returned to the same condition in which they were found. Failure to remove litter may be a statutory offence and film makers may be liable for any costs incurred by Hertfordshire County Council and/or the district council for the area.

A9. NIGHT FILMING (20.00 – 08.00)

Night shoots on public highways in residential areas are sensitive, so it is essential to consider and consult with local residents and businesses in the planning phase. Any activity, including filming, is subject to the Environmental Protection Act 1990 regarding noise and nuisance. A legitimate complaint about noise or nuisance from a resident to the relevant local authority or Police can result in the termination of the shoot and the confiscation of equipment. Therefore, it is advisable to shoot all scenes requiring noise above conversational level and/or additional lighting before 22.00hrs. Walkie-talkies should be turned down to a minimum or ear-pieces used. 

There may be cases when equipment or heavy vehicles that cannot be removed silently at the end of filming must be left ‘in situ’ on the public highway and attended by overnight security. This must be agreed with Hertfordshire County Council as set out in Section B.

Only essential vehicles should be parked close to the location (as far as reasonably practical). Personal vehicles should be parked away from the location to minimise noise at the end of filming.

A10. NOISE AND NUISANCE

Noise should be kept to a minimum when setting up early in the morning. Generators should not be switched on until after 08.00 hours (Monday to Saturday) and 09:00 hours (Sunday) unless they are silent and are only permitted on the public highway when licensed by Hertfordshire County Council as set out in Section B.

Use of audio playback and megaphones should only be used at a minimum and should be avoided as far as practical. 
Local Authorities have the right to take action under the Environmental Protection Act 1990 as a result of any unreasonable noise and nuisance caused by filming.

A11. POLICE / EMERGENCY SERVICES

The staging of crimes and accidents, plus the use of firearms or replica/mock firearms and special effects, must be agreed, in advance of the shoot, with the police and/or appropriate emergency service. Uniforms and any vehicles resembling the emergency services must be covered whenever possible in between takes. Any markings on vehicles must be taped over when not being used for filming. Sirens and flashing lights must be isolated or switched off when not in use for filming purposes.

There will be times when it is prudent to have police officers in attendance whilst filming on location. In certain circumstances the police may specify that filming may not proceed unless officers are in attendance. If they are required their role is to maintain the peace and uphold the law. Film makers will be required to cover any costs of providing this service, but it should be acknowledged that police officers are not employees of the production.

Film makers should check with the police as to their requirements and whether any charge is applicable.

A12.  RESIDENTS & BUSINESSES

Film makers should consider and consult with all local residents and businesses likely to be affected by any filming activities on the public highway. Successful filming relies upon local residents and businesses that may be affected by filming being fully consulted and informed. It is recommended that they should receive at least ten (10) working days notice. Hertfordshire County Council can provide further advice concerning consultation on request.

Any consultation should include a letter sent to affected local residents and businesses outlining the intended filming on the public highway and should include; 

· Date, time and exact location of filming
· Location Manager and the Production Company’s contact numbers
· Number of crew or production personnel expected on location
· Details of any stunts or dressing planned
· Details of lighting plans
· Details of parking proposals
Film makers are strongly advised to follow the advice of Hertfordshire County Council and the Police concerning any issues raised by residents and local businesses.

A13. SECURITY

Film makers should ensure the site of any filming activities on the public highway is appropriately secured (including the use of appropriate guarding and signing) so as to not be a danger, or likely danger, to the public.  It is a statutory offence to cause a danger to the highway and highway users whether by inappropriate safe-guards or other.

B.
FILMING ACTIVITIES REQUIRING LICENCES CONSENTS AND PERMISSIONS

Most filming activities can only be carried out on the public highway with the licence consent or permission of Hertfordshire County Council. Failure to obtain such licence consent or permission will be a statutory offence and may lead to prosecution as well as the prevention of the continuance of, and/or future, filming on the public highway. Please note special rules apply for trunk roads and film makers should consult with Highways England first in such situations.
Hertfordshire County Council, pursuant to the Hertfordshire County Council (Filming on Highways) Act 2013, has statutory powers to close all or part of a public highway so as to facilitate filming activities. It also has powers to licence the placement and use of objects for filming activities on, in and over the public highway. Accordingly, film makers will need to apply to Hertfordshire County Council wherever a consent/permission for a road closure is also required.
There are three options available for filming activities on the public highway depending upon the size and scale of the proposed filming. These are:

1. Film Orders – 
A Film Order will allow a road closure (or part) for upto 7 days, however only 6 Film Orders may be made per year for each length of road. In additon, Hertfordshire County Council can also issue a licence permitting the placing and use of objects/structures on the highway for the purpose of filming

2. Film Notices – A Film Notice will allow an urgent road closure (or part) for upto 24 hours only, however there are no limits on the number that can be made per year. In addition to a Film Notice, Hertfordshire County Council can also issue a licence permitting the placing and use of objects/structures on the highway for the purpose of filming

3. Film Objects/Structures Licence – Where no road closure (or part) is required a licence can be issued permitting the placing and use of objects/structures on the highway for the purpose of filming

All of these options are covered under Hertfordshire County Council’s prescribed application form and its accompanying terms and conditions. Officers will be able to assist the applicant in determining which option is appropriate for the proposed filming activity. The application form and details of the relevant conditions and charges imposed by Hertfordshire County Council (including insurance requirements) in authorising any licence and/or giving its consent and permission for a road closure may be found on Hertfordshire County Council’s website – Hertfordshire.gov.uk
When considering any applications for the use of objects on the public highway, or closures of the public highway, Hertfordshire County Council has a statutory duty, whether generally under section 16 of the Traffic Management Act 2004 or specifically in reference to road closures under section 122 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, to secure as far as practical the expeditious, convenient and safe movement of vehicular and other traffic (including pedestrians) and the provision of suitable and adequate parking facilities on and off the carriageway.  In satisfying this duty Hertfordshire County Council will therefore take into account the following when considering any application (including applications to extend existing licenses consents and permissions):

· The nature of the public highway to be obstructed or closed (ie. footpath, bridleway, footway or carriageway);

· The extent of use of the affected public highway and availability of suitable alternative routes;

· The type of public users affected and proposals to minimise such impact (eg. if people with a disability are affected then are suitable measures provided to mimimise such impact);

· The effect on the amenities of any locality affected;

· The responses from local residents and businesses together with responses from other interested parties including the police;

· The proposed time and period to which the public highway is required to be closed and/or obstructed;

· Any planned / proposed works or events in the area;

· Whether a bus route is affected; and
· Any other matters Hertfordshire County Council officers consider relevant 

With this in mind, whilst we will consider every application for filming on the highway on its own 

merits, we would prefer that filming is not undertaken on the Primary Road Network (i.e. A and B roads) especially during busy periods and / or if road closures may be needed. In any event, an application for filming on the highway will only be considered favourably where it can be undertaken safely and when the travelling public or residents will not be significantly disadvantaged.

Accordingly, all applicants should consider these matters carefully and their applications should be made as far in advance of the anticipated start date as practical. All of the information required by Hertfordshire County Council as specified on the application form must be provided before an application will be considered. 
The following is a list of the common filming activities that may arise together with specific issues that must be considered as part of any application for a licence consent or permission.  
B1. CAMERA TRACK

Where camera tracks are proposed to be placed on the public highway film makers will need to apply to Hertfordshire County Council for a licence (and any associated road closure) at least 4 weeks in advance of the proposed filming.  Tracking boards may be required in certain circumstances.

As part of any proposal, film makers must ensure that pedestrians, and in particular wheelchair users, are not impeded by camera tracks.

B2. CABLING

The laying of any cable within the public highway will require a licence from Hertfordshire County Council.  The conditions of any licence granted must be adhered to and will include the following specific conditions:

· Cabling must be made safe as they are laid and not at a later date;

· Cabling must be laid in the gutter along the highway or in the junction between a wall and the footway; 
· Cables on steps must be taped down to avoid the risk of tripping;
· Where possible cables should be flown at a minimum 17’ (5.2m) above a public carriageway and 8’6” (2.6m) above footways; 
· Film makers should consider, where possible, the use of generators to avoid the need to cable across the public highway;

· If there is a need to lay cabling across a footway it may be sufficient to lay cables at right angles under a taped rubber mat which must be a minimum of one metre wide and visible to the public by proper lighting, cones or high-visibility hazard tape;

· Subject to Hertfordshire County Council’s approval, on quieter roads it may be permissible to lay cables using proper cable ramps;

· All cables must be properly signed and guarded; and

· Clearance from Hertfordshire County Council must be given before cables are attached to street furniture, trees, historic properties, etc.

B3. Request for Works by Hertfordshire County Council 
The following services may be provided by Hertfordshire County Council, and/or the district council for the area (if appropriate), subject to such terms and conditions it requires including any applicable charges:

· Provision of vehicles to wet down the street;
· Refuse collection;
· Removal of street furniture (minor work by film makers may be permissible with prior permission from the Hertfordshire County Council but any damage or reinstatement costs would have to be met by the Film maker. A security deposit may be required); and
· Suspension of parking meters and any other parking provisions
Other services may be considered upon request and any questions should be addressed to Hertfordshire County Council in the first instance. 

B4. CONING

Cones have no legal force to secure parking. Where film makers require areas for parking outside of the ordinary parking provisions then a road closure will be required. Hertfordshire County Council will need to consider the affect to public parking as part of its consideration of any application.
B5. CRANES, CAMERA CRANES AND AERIAL PLATFORMS

A licence will also be required for the use of cherry pickers or cranes on the public highway. The location manager, or crane hire company, must discuss and agree the exact positioning and weight of such equipment and the need to maintain access as part of any application. The conditions of any permission granted must be adhered to and will include the following specific conditions:

· At night or in conditions of poor visibility, warning lights should be placed around the cherry picker or crane; 

· Rigging and de-rigging shall be undertaken with respect for local residents and in accordance with the statutory obligations governing noise levels so as not to cause unreasonable noise or nuisance; and 

· Compliance with all applicable legislation and regulations.

B6. PARKING
Where parking is required in addition to existing public parking provisions and/or is extraordinary to the ordinary use of the subject highway then a road closure or parking restrictions will be required.  Vehicles will not be allowed to park in such a way that the passage of pedestrians or vehicular traffic is blocked or impeded, or that emergency access is restricted or denied.

B.7 LIGHTING AND GENERATORS

A licence will be required for the use of all lighting and generators to be placed and used on the public highway. An appropriate degree of flexibility may be agreed providing it is within the parameters of Health and Safety legislation. 

The conditions of any licence granted must be adhered to and will include the following specific conditions:

· All lights above ground level and lighting stands are properly secured;
· Lighting stands placed on a footway must be attended at all times;
· Lights do not dazzle motorists;
· Lights are not shone directly towards residential properties without specific permission; and

· Generators should comply with the specific requirements of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 and be positioned as far away as possible from residential property.

B8. ROAD MARKINGS AND SIGNS

The temporary painting-out or disguising of road markings yellow lines or other road signs requires consent and permission from the Hertfordshire County Council. It may also require a road closure during the period in which the road markings are disguised. The Police and District must also be notified. 

The conditions of any permission granted must be adhered to and will include the specific condition that any alterations to road markings must be fully reinstated to the satisfaction of the Hertfordshire County Council and, if required to use official contractors, the film maker must pay the cost of such contractor in advance of the works.

B9. SCAFFOLDING/LIGHTING TOWERS

A licence is required for the construction and positioning of lighting towers and scaffolding on the public highway.

The conditions of any licence granted must be adhered to and will include the following specific conditions:
· All lights above ground level and lighting stands are properly secured
· Lighting stands placed on a footway must be attended at all times 
· Lights do not dazzle motorists
· Lights are not shone directly towards residential properties without specific permission

B10. SIGNAGE

Permission is required for any signage on the public highway and it is an offence to affix or mark the highway, or any furniture within the highway, without such permission from Hertfordshire County Council.

B.11 STUNTS / SPECIAL EFFECTS / PYROTECHNICS

A licence, and generally a road closure, will be required for all stunts, special effects (including weather effects, wet downs, car chases, river chases and explosions) and pyrotechnics to be carried out on the public highway. Any such filming activity must be under the control of a named qualified stunt co-ordinator or special effects operative and comply with the Environmental Protection Act 1990.

A full method statement and risk assessment may be required. No firearms or replica/mock firearms should be used without consultation and consent of the Police. Film makers must ensure the safe custody of such weapons at all times.

Wet downs may only be carried out with the approval of Hertfordshire County Council after a proper evaluation of the forthcoming weather conditions and with the proper signage as required.
