Adding a Restricted Byway commencing at Jn with Bucklers Hall Road (public road)
at TL 4418 1774 running ESE for approx. 210m to a junction with Much Hadham
BOAT 46 and Much Hadham 41 at TL 4436 1767, and

Adding a Restricted Byway commencing at a junction with Much Hadham BOAT 46
and Much Hadham 41 at TL 4436 1767 running N and E along the track around the
edge of a field for approx. 105m to a junction with Much Hadham BOAT 45 and Much
Hadham FP 41 at TL 4441 1779, and

Deleting the full width of that part of Much Hadham FP 41 commencing at a junction
with Much Hadham BOAT 46 and Much Hadham RB 60 at TL 4436 1767 running
NE across a field for approx. 90m to a junction with Much Hadham BOAT 45 at TL
441 1773.

or any regulation made thereunder, has not been complied with in relation to the
Order, he may, under paragraph 12 of Schedule 15 of the Act within 42 days from 15
June 2017, make application for the purpose of the High Court.
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
