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Notes of allowances payable to witnesses and jurors attending inquest.

Section 1 

Travel allowances.
1) Where a witness or juror travels to or from an inquest by railway or other public conveyance he / she may be paid in respect of the fare actually paid: Provided that, unless for special reasons the Coroner otherwise directs, only second class shall be allowed for travel by railway.

2) Where a witness or juror at an inquest travels to or from an inquest by a hired vehicle, he / she may be paid in respect thereof:

(a) In a case of urgency or where no public service is available, the amount of the fare and any reasonable gratuity paid; and

(b) In any other case, the amount of the fare for travel by the appropriate public services.

3) Subject to paragraph (4) below, where a witness or juror at an inquest travels to or from the inquest by a private conveyance, he / she may be paid in respect thereof:

(a) Motor Cycles
Where a Coroner is not satisfied that the use of a motor cycle results in a substantial saving of time or is otherwise reasonable (public transport rate):  25p

If the Coroner is so satisfied (standard rate):  45p
(b) Motor Cars
Where a Coroner is not satisfied that the use of a motor car results in a substantial saving of time or is otherwise reasonable (public transport rate):  25p
If the Coroner is so satisfied (standard rate):  45p

4) The rates specified in paragraph (3) above shall be increased: 

(a) By a supplement of 2.0p a mile each way in respect of the first passenger carried and to whom an allowance would otherwise have been payable under this Rule; and by an additional 1p per mile each way for each passenger so carried.

(b) By the amount of any expenditure necessarily incurred on parking fees, provided the use of the motor car results in substantial saving of time, or is otherwise reasonable.

4) There may be paid:

(a) In respect of his / her travelling expenses to a witness at an inquest who, in the opinion of the Coroner, is suffering from a serious illness, or

(b) In respect of the carriage of heavy exhibits, such sums, in excess of the sums payable under the preceding paragraphs of this Rule, as appear to the Coroner to have been reasonably incurred.

Section 2

Financial loss allowance.

1) A witness or juror at an inquest who attends inquest and thereby:

(a) Necessarily incurs any expenditure (other than on travelling, lodging or subsistence) to which he / she would not                                                                                                           otherwise be subject, or

(b)       Suffers any loss of earnings, or of social security benefits, which he / she would have otherwise received.

        may be paid a sum not exceeding:

I. Where the period of time over which earnings or benefits are lost on any one day does not exceed 4 hours.  £32.47
II. Where the said period of time exceeds 4 hours. £64.95
III. The full amount lost, if less than I or II above, as appropriate.

NB: Net loss of earnings should be claimed (the amount that would have been earned less what would have been deducted for tax and national insurance)

Section 3

Subsistence.

1) A witness or juror at an inquest may be paid a subsistence allowance not exceeding an amount calculated in accordance with the following paragraphs.

2) In respect of any period other than a period in respect of which a subsistence allowance is payable under the paragraph (3)
         the subsistence allowance shall not exceed-

(a) if the period on any one day during which a witness is necessarily absent from their place of residence, business or employment for the purpose of attending to give evidence does not exceed five hours, £2.40 in respect of that day.

(b) If the said period on any one day exceeds five hours but does not exceed ten hours, £5.71 in respect of that day.

(c) if the said period on any one day exceeds ten hours, £12.17 in respect of that day.

3) If a witness or juror is necessarily absent from his place of residence overnight for the purpose of attending to give evidence the allowance shall be: £69.20
